 April is Volunteer Appreciation Month and we offer a heartfelt 
thanks to all of our Hospice volunteers. Since Oswego County Hospice 
began providing services in 1989, we have been most fortunate to have 
an extremely dedicated group of volunteers as part of our team. 

 In 2008, 31 Hospice volunteers in Oswego County provided 402 
patient care hours and 130 hours of help in the Hospice and Friends of 
Hospice offices. According to the National Hospice and Palliative Care 
Organization, the typical Hospice volunteer devotes 45hours of service 
over the course of a year; averaging 18 visits per Hospice patient. 

 Of the total number of people who provide Hospice care in the 
US ( nurses, social workers, aides, etc.), 80 % are volunteers, providing 
five million hours of help to Hospice patients and their families. 

 Since 2006, The Friends of Hospice have recognized a volunteer 
for exemplary service to the program and our patients. Making the 
choice for Volunteer of the Year has never been easy-this year was no 
exception. In fact, the decision was so difficult that two volunteers were 
recognized for their services in 2008. 

 Russell Cooper has been a Hospice volunteer since 2001. He had 
personal experience with Hospice when his wife was one of our patients 
and he wanted to give something back to say thanks for the care his wife 
received. Always ready and willing, Russell will travel just about any-
where to see a patient and he enjoys spending time with them. 

 Donna Clark has been a Hospice volunteer for 16 years and has 
never said no when asked to give of her time to help a Hospice family. 
It’s not uncommon for Donna to have more than one patient at a time.
